Book 2: For your second book you can choose anything you would like that has 
one of the following themes: 

• Holocaust 
• Man vs Man 
• Harlem Renaissance 
• Love 

 
DO NOT READ because we will read them in class this year: 

• Lord of the Flies by William Golding 
• Night by Elie Wiesel 
• Midsummer Night’s Dream by William Shakespeare 

 
When you return to school be prepared to give a book talk about your book. A 
book talk is like a movie trailer for your book. Think about: 

• Why someone would want to read this? 
• What is it about, without spoiling it? 
• Why did you pick this book to read? 

Be prepared to present your book talk the first few days of school. You can stand 
up and talk, make a video to play in class, or create a something to show off.
